A gift of $1,000 helps indigenous leaders train 50 youth

pastors through an “in-person” forum in their country.

A gift of $500 helps provide scholarships to train and

mentor 20 youth pastors online.

A gift of $200 ($3.85 per week) helps us equip 1 leader for 1

year, with the goal of that leader moving from being

introduced to JFYM to implementing and multiplying JFYM.

As a result, that new leader will begin training 3 additional

leaders, so that from those 4 new leaders, there are a total
of 12 young people discipled and praying for opportunities
to influence 36 of their friends to follow Jesus.

A monthly gift of $100 helps us continue current ministry to
leaders around the world who are trained and resourced
through Reach Out.
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
